· In a nutshell, to be channels that God’s love can flow through- reaching out to those that most of society disregards and disdains- street children and homeless.
· To rescue as many abandoned, neglected and abused children as possible, giving them lots of love, counseling, education, and attention to spiritual and medical care- helping them to achieve their God-given destinies.

· To feed the hungry- not simply within the parameters of a program, but whenever and wherever God brings them across our paths.
· To provide shelter and a hand up to homeless families- through provision for immediate needs, counseling, education, small enterprise loans, and ongoing care and follow-up. 

· To provide quick response disaster relief, especially to areas within a drivable distance from Metro Manila. 

Ministry Center

Little Lambs Ministry Center, opened in July, 2007, was opened with the goal of helping some of the extremely disadvantaged children in the area in a very definitive way.  Although public school is “free” in the Philippines, many families cannot afford to send their children, as they are unable to pay for books, supplies and uniforms.  We are providing remedial and preparatory education for children who are otherwise unable to go to school, currently with 24 enrolled.

Children’s Home

Although we have had as many as nine children, due to financial constraints we were forced to temporarily close our home this past May and temporarily transfer our five remaining children to another home.  We continue to stay in touch with them, and God willing, will be able to open our children’s home again soon. 
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Family Shelters

This is another area that remains on our hearts.  Last year we had four family shelters operational, ministering to 12-14 families.  After getting them off the
streets,  we provided counseling, basic medical attention, and worked with them to assist them in getting on their own feet, often including small enterprise financing.  These folks are among the most neglected and despised of society- someone needs to show them that God does care about them- that He loves them- even as they are.   The question is: How will they know if they never see His love in those who claim to follow Him?
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Mobile Feeding Ministry

For several months now we have been regularly bringing food each evening to a group of children consistently at a busy intersection near our home.  These children range in age from @ 4 – 14 years, usually between 15 and 25 of them, and they are “working” every evening, either trying to sell rags or flowers- or simply begging.  We know they are hungry, and God reminded us one evening that these street kids are those whom our Lord calls His little brothers and sisters.  So- if our Lord’s little brothers and sisters are hungry, what else can we do but feed them, and show them love?
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Disaster Relief
Also close to our hearts is assisting those who suddenly find themselves in dire straits through natural disasters.  Thankfully, in 2007 the Philippines were not hit with the scope of disasters as occurred in 2006, especially with the devastation of Albay Province from the super typhoon and massive mudslides.  We were able then, in December, 2006, to make two trips, taking sufficient food for hundreds of families for several days.  God willing, we will be better prepared when the next disaster strikes.
